Out of this membership - no country, no human being should treat and liquidate animals and all sentient beings this way. Equally as we protest with the way how farm animals are treated in intensive farming here in CZ and EU, with the vivisection carried out on animals, we have to protest against this so cruel treatment, regardless of the place. 
We recommend our friends, families, do not travel to Egypt as tourists or due business. 
We kindly ask you to send us a reply with the information when this hell for poor pigs will stop and when you country will act according the OIE guidelines. We very believe that it will be prior to the liquidation of the whole number of bred pigs.
